On June 13, 2017, Enphase Energy, Inc. (“Enphase”) entered into a Master License Agreement (“Agreement”) with Flextronics Industrial, Ltd.
(“Flextronics”), under which Enphase licenses its intellectual property to Flextronics in order to allow Flextronics to market, manufacture, and sell certain
Enphase products. Such rights may be used to assure continuity of supply to Enphase customers.
